CRITERIA: Entries must be recent, original by the exhibitor, handcrafted, and not previously entered 

in competition. Photography, crafts, prints, copywork, kits, patterns or under-construction 
works are NOT accepted.  Entries are to have name of artist, media, title and price or 
NFS (not for sale) on the back or bottom. 

 

Entries to be displayed on floor or tables are acceptable. Jewelry entries must include a 
protective case.  Entries to be hung must be framed, dry and wired for hanging.  NO 
SAWTOOTH HANGERS OR HEAVY FRAMES. Size is a maximum of 28" x 32" 
(inches) including frame.  
 

CATEGORIES: Oil, Acrylic, Watercolor, Drawing, Pastel, Sculpture, Three-Dimensional,  
Mixed media (wall hung). 

   Rosette Ribbons are awarded in EACH CATEGORY 1st, 2nd, 3rd & Merit

   ENTRY FEE:  $10.00 each, up to three (3) pieces accepted if space is available.  

Fee payable at entry time. 
A donation of 15% of sales price is requested on items sold. 

 
ENTRY TIME: Deliver your entry(s) to the library at the above address on THURSDAY between 9 am 

and 2 pm. Judging is at 3 pm. Display opens to public Friday morning.  We reserve the 
right to NOT accept entries and to determine category. 

 

PICK-UP DATE: SUNDAY between 3 pm and 4 pm ONLY (not before or after).  Entries must be 
picked-up by artist and receipt shown unless previous arrangements have been made in 
writing.   Wickenburg Art Club is not responsible for items not picked up.
