Gold Rush Days ñ Fine Art Show  

It takes a lot to create a space, accept and hang artwork, have the show judged, play host to over 
2,525 visitors, and then take the entire show down again, all within 5 days. But the show this year 
was better than ever. Numerous people, including visiting professional artists, commented that 
both the level of work submitted and the exhibit space was better than they had ever seen. The 
Best of Show award went to Virginia Mayfield , a returning WAC member who now lives in 
Apache Junction, with her amazing color pencil work, "Done Kicking." With 1,536 votes cast in 
total, the always-popular People's Choice Award went to Steve Plichta for "Indian Princess," an 
oil painting depicting a beautiful young girl.  

Attendance on Friday was 851 people, on Saturday 1,053 people came, and on Sunday another 621 
enjoyed the show making a grand total of 2,525 attendees. They cast 1,536 ballots for Peopleõs 
Choice and four pieces of art sold during the show.
